Representative positions pay a small stipend of $609 (equivalent to the cost of seven in-state credits) per quarter for the successful completion of duties.  These positions serve until graduation 2011.  As a Student Government Representative, you must 

· be able to attend the weekly meetings on Tuesdays at 12:30 – 1:35 p.m.  
· complete a minimum of 4 office hours per week. 
· attend a once a month district ASSVC meeting first Tuesdays at 12:30

· serve on a minimum of two college or student government committees representing students
· accomplish one major service project a quarter which meet the needs of our students. 

· other duties as assigned (for example attend required leadership trainings & orientations.)

· The weekly time commitment averages 8 hours.
