Angel Aguilar-Corrales grew up
across the street from Skagit Valley
College. However, it wasn't until high
school graduation and the question
of “what’s next?” —— along with a
healthy dose of encouragement from
his mom —- that he took a closer look
at what SVC could offer.

Angel enrolled that fall but /
had a difficult first year. “I felt
a little discouraged, because

I didn’t know what I wanted
to do,” he said. “I felt out of
place, because I didn’t have

a community here at
Skagit, and I didn’t see
many people who
looked like me in my
classes.”

After a brief break
from school,

When Angel first met
with Yadira he was taken aback when
she greeted him and talked with him
in Spanish. “I never had a teacher

or advisor in school speak to me

in Spanish ever,” Angel said. Angel

appreciated this and said having
someone he could relate to played a
significant role in him continuing his
studies. “It’s because of Yadira that I
ended up finishing at Skagit,” Angel
said. “She created a community of
students.”

Angel graduated from SVC with
an associate degree in 2017
. and went on to graduate from

A LOOK BACK IN TIME

Reflections on the Cardinal mascot by
Dr. Norwood Cole, SVC’'s second president

December 17, 1926, and the eagle
was “adopted as our emblem.” The
first issue of the Cardinal Whistle,
dated November 21, 1928, noted that
“the colors maroon and grey and the
emblem of the eagle...were
not satisfactory because
they were not attractive
to the eye and it was a
little difficult to work them
into pennants and athletic
suits.” Thus, “the matter
was put to a vote and
cardinal and white were
selected by a large majority as
the college permanent colors.” The
cardinal bird “was chosen as the
symbolic insignia of our school”
because it was “a bird of the North
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American finch family, having a fine
red plumage and a crested head.”
These colors and emblem were
chosen because they were “catchy
to the eye and were not used by
nearby schools.” Thus, cardinal
and white were established
as the official college colors,
and the cardinal bird
became the official emblem
of the college. They have
continued to be the official
colors and emblem of Mount
Vernon Junior College and
Skagit Valley College.”

In 2020, SVC faculty Chuck Luckmann embarked on a project that would
install contemporary Coast Salish Art on the college’s three campuses which
speak to the long indigenous history in our college district. Fast forward to
today, Chuck and the Foundation have raised over $25,000 and the artwork
is now being installed. Photographed below is a mural at Sprague Hall on the
Whidbey Island Campus by Ty Juvinel, entitled Sqajat ?uladxw pigwad (Skagit
Salmon Ceremony). The Sqajat (Skagit) were the most populous indigenous
group in the Oak Harbor area.

The Cardinal Complete Program is intended to help students complete
their education who are within 15 credits of graduating. Last year alone, the
program supported 52 students with an 88% success rate. Students like Emily
Braunz who stepped away from college to earn money as a delivery driver

for FedEx when the pandemic hit. She couldn’t be more grateful: “I am so
thankful for this opportunity; it gave me a chance to finish what I had started
6 years ago and gave me momentum to move forward!”
