7. What were the results of the assessment(s)?

In a recent evaluation of the success of our assessment results, we found a need to change our approach.  We found, in evaluating our program assessment process that we needed to identify a set of objectives that pertained to the traditional lecture type courses and another set for the performance-based courses.  We found that one set of objectives and one rubric for both types of courses did not meet our needs.  The tool we were using to measure outcomes was not working for us either.  We had been using a pre/post test format, where the test consisted of questions that required essay type answers.  We found this a cumbersome tool to use and a formidable one to evaluate.  Because the tool we were using was something that we had to do in addition to what we normally did and because pulling results from the pre/post test format we were using was very time consuming, we found that we were not consistently performing assessments designed specifically to measure our chosen learning outcomes.
8.   How were the results used to improve?

In Fall of 2010 we began an overhaul of the Fine and Performing Arts Assessment Plan and our assessment tools.  We are submitting here an entirely new LOAP, we’ve changed our approach to assessment, and we have designed two new LOAP rubrics in order to assist us with evaluating what’s been learned by our students.  We have decided to imbed our assessment.  Rather than having to take class time to do something on top of our regular curriculum we’ve decided to formalize the assessment we already do on a regular basis.   We will assess comparable course assignments at both the beginning and the end of each course taught during the school year.  It is with this winter quarter that we are first implementing our new process.  We will have new results by the beginning of Spring quarter 2011.
