The specifications for the equipment were used during the project development process to determine a design that could maximize the space available and accommodate the student’s needs, building a collaborative learning environment. This equipment list was included as a part of our grant funding requests with the Arcora Foundation, the Cargill Foundation and the Department of Commerce.
Midmark is not the only provider of dental simulation systems, they are however, the sole provider of the SMILY JUNIOR system with the following features:
1. The simulation unit must be an island or round configuration to maximize space. There must be four (4) units per island creating a small footprint. The Diameter of each island configuration must be less than 6’. 
2. The phantom head unit must use a pneumatically driven system, for ease of use, repair and functionality. The phantom head must be completely hidden under the bench top and must not interfere with students work position when not in use to provide for a clear work surface.
3. Unit must be compatible with the FRASACO Phantom Head.
4. Unit must seamlessly integrate with Bien Air Electric Motors.
5. Unit must be compatible with Easy Teach Software.
6. The unit, excluding the work surface must be constructed of powder coated metal. The metal unit is required, due to students’ use of water while performing procedures. Work surface must be a solid surface material.
7. Lights must be LED

8. Monitor Support must be fixed on the light pole

9. Simulation unit must have a storage area with keyed lock

Offerors contemplating the above requirements are required to include Installation/freight for the equipment, provide documentation and references detailing their ability to meet the College’s needs by the close of business September 11, 2019 to the email address below.  
In the absence of any other qualified systems, it is the College’s intent to make a sole source award via purchase order. The fee is approximately $244,670.00.
