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INTENT TO SOLE SOURCE 
VIRTUAL ONLINE TOUR
Skagit Valley College contemplates awarding a sole source purchase to MassInteract for the following virtual tour package.
This package should include high quality photography and video, integrate with Google’s Virtual Tour, and provide the development of an online user interface so that students, staff and community can tour campus buildings online, using any browser, computer or mobile device. This tour would allow visitors to see street views and virtually go inside campus buildings to discover functions and services available.  We are looking for a company that works directly with Google Street View trusted photographers and knows how to completely integrate with Google’s online map systems.

The scope of work includes the following four components:

Virtual Tour Component

· Work with Google Street View photographers in scheduling multi-day photoshoot to take bracket photography of each of key buildings Identified for this project. The shot-list and building descriptions are attached in the attached photography outline. Shoot will include exterior and interior of each respective facility at the discretion of the campus staff. Pricing should include all encompassing panoramic photography as well as the virtual tour component within the tour itself. SVC will own all 360 imagery captured.
· Photo editing and moderation for inclusion in online custom build

· Uploading/Embedding of still photos and panoramas to Google Maps, VR, Search and 360 Business Solutions.

Custom Website Buildout Component

· Buildout a hosted software platform for all 360 imagery to sit on. This software allows for additional assets such as photography, videos, and narration to reside within the confines of the tour dynamics and operate with the virtual tour components.
Aerial Drone/Videography Component

· Shoot video aerial coverage of the campus, following the path outlined in the Photography outline document and complete production of an aerial/promotional video for the institution. Costs should include all production, editing, and distribution.
Narration Component

· Audio and text displayed narration of the various buildings, their functions and services, plus key personnel that can be accessed in the virtual tour website when clicking on buildings.

· Vendor will provide production, recording, narration and implementation into the custom website. SVC will provide script and any key staff members that need to be videotaped.
Timing of completion: SVC is looking for a company to provide video and photography services upon signed agreement, with a deadline of August 31, 2021 to complete photography and video shooting. The virtual tour loaded to Google Services to be completed by September 24, with the remaining website buildout, aerial drone/videography and narration completed by November 12, 2021.
Offerors contemplating the above requirements are required to include documentation and references detailing their ability to meet the College’s needs by the close of business August 3, 2021 to the email address below.  
In the absence of any other qualified service providers, it is the College’s intent to make a sole source award via purchase order. The fee is approximately $20,000-$25,000.
